Outreach/Mission (P. Warren) 

 Clayton Riehle’s Resignation from the Committee: Clayton would like someone else to take the 
committee chair, but he will continue the work until someone is appointed.  

 Knots of Love- Sheila O'Neal: Sheila reported sending three prayer items this month.     
 Food Box / Second Harvest- Jimmy Felton & Libby Robertson: Libby reported that Foodbox is running 

smoothly.  HOG-N-BONES donated a Boston Butt to each of our foodbox recipients, leaving one for 
use on January 4th for St. Joseph's Cantina. The youth and Outreach will serve.  

 Emergency Bags- Jimmy Felton: Jimmy reported that we gave out 31 emergency food bags.  



 Saint Joseph’s Cantina- Ricky Day:  Ricky reported that St. Joseph's Cantina served 78 souls in 
December with Hope Dealers Street team. We provided a hot meal of baked spaghetti, garlic bread, 
and sheet cake on the first Sunday. St Joseph's also participated in collecting hand warmers, 20 
Christmas shoeboxes, bulk peanut butter, and Pop-Tarts. St. Joseph's collected hand warmers and 
foodstuffs from parishioners Heather Newberry, Suzanne and Alan Smith at St. Anne's. The 
Christmas shoeboxes came from outside the parish, courtesy of Jerry and Linda Day and Family. 
The St. Anne's EYC and the Day Family helped prepare the meal on the first Sunday. Mrs. Libby 
prepared the sheet cake and helped serve on the first Sunday of December. St. Joseph's served 
eight loaves of bread and 144 delicious cookies from Loaves of Love. St. Joseph's provided seven 
free haircuts in December. The first Sunday meal for January of 2026 is being prepared and served 
by Mrs. Libby and Josh Rogers. I have encouraged Josh to enlist the help of the EYC in preparing the 
meal, as well as anyone else who is interested. 

 Loaves of Love- Art reported that he is out of town for the month, but all of the routine provisions 
are covered as best as possible.    

 Angel Tree (Clayton Riehle): Clayton and Michelle Riehle loaded the 32 gifts and the donuts Libby 
bought, and delivered them to the Rehabilitation Center on December 23rd at 2:00 PM. Clayton and 
Michelle were unable to participate. Due to the high rate of flu and COVID, the center was 
restricted.
